CONSTITUTION

1.  The name of the organisation will be Murrayfield-DAFS Cricket Club, which will hereafter be called the Club.
2.  The purpose of the Club is to advance participation in the amateur sport of cricket throughout the community of Edinburgh regardless of sex, age, disability, ethnicity, nationality, sexual orientation, religion or other beliefs. In furtherance of this, the Club shall enable its Members to play cricket and to participate in appropriate fixtures and competitions. To these ends there shall be provided appropriate practice and coaching facilities.  To ensure that where Junior and Youth members are involved, the CricketScotland Child Protection policy (and any future versions of the policy) is implemented.

3.  a.
Membership of the Club shall be by Annual Subscription, the amount of which shall be decided at the Annual General Meeting (AGM).  There shall be the following levels of Membership:

i.a
Full Members.

i.b.
Reduced-Rate Full Members.  Available by application to all in full time education, registered unemployed or aged under 18 as at 1 January
ii.
Junior Members. Those aged under 16 at 1 January.

iii.
Honorary Life Members.  Persons who have contributed significantly for an extended period to the running, progress and general well-being of the Club may be proposed for election as Honorary Life Members, to be voted on at the next AGM following such proposal.
b.
The normal due date for subscription payment shall be 1 January and any Member who has paid the subscription for the previous season will remain a Member until the due date and until the following AGM if held after 1 January. Any person who has not paid their subscription shall be liable to pay the higher match fee rate until they pay their annual subscription.  The Executive Committee (see clause 4) shall have the discretion to allow a new Member who joins more than half way through the season to pay a reduced subscription on joining the Club, based on the timing of the new Member’s first appearance for the Club.

c.
Membership of the Club shall be open to anyone interested in the Sport on application regardless of sex, age, disability, ethnicity, nationality, sexual orientation, religion or other beliefs.  However, limitation of membership according to available facilities is allowable on a non-discriminatory basis.

d.
The Executive Committee may refuse membership, or remove it, only for good cause such as conduct or character likely to bring the Club or sport into disrepute.  Appeal against refusal or removal may be made to the Members.

4.  The Members of the Club will elect the following Office Bearers who will form the Executive Committee to run the Club in the best interests of the Members and in the furtherance of the Club’s aims:

Club President

Club Vice-president

Secretary

Treasurer

1st XI Captain

5.  The Members of the Club will also elect the following Team Captaincy positions in addition to the 1st XI Captain:

2nd XI Captain, 

3rd XI Captain, 

4th XI Captain

6.  The election of the Executive Committee members and Team Captains will take place annually at the AGM or, in the event of any of the posts not being filled thereat, at an Extraordinary General Meeting.  In addition to the Executive Committee members and Team Captains, the AGM may also elect Vice Captains for the 4 League Teams and officials to serve as Midweek and Sunday Friendly Match Organisers.  It shall also have the power to appoint not more than three ex-officio members to serve as Player Representatives with the right to observe any Executive, Playing or other Sub-Committee meeting but with no voting rights. 
7.  In the event of an Office Bearer resigning during the year, the Executive Committee shall appoint a replacement to serve until the next AGM.
8.  The Executive Committee shall be deemed quorate when three members are present.

9.  The appointed Team Captains, from each of the four League teams, will form a Playing Committee with the primary duty to select the League playing teams for the Club. The 1st XI Captain will act as Chair of the Playing Committee.  Where a team Captain is unavailable, that team’s Vice Captain shall act in lieu. Where the selection Sub-committee cannot come to a majority decision on a selection issue (that is split 2:2) then the first team captain shall be the final arbiter in such circumstances.

10.  The Executive Committee may appoint any Sub-committee from within the membership that it considers necessary to further the aims of the Club. Any such Sub-committee must contain at least one member of the Executive Committee.

11.  The AGM shall take place within fourteen months of previous year’s AGM, and normally in October each year. The Secretary shall arrange that fourteen days’ notice is given (promulgation of such notice by e-mail and posting on the club website shall constitute such notice), along with details of proposed business. In addition, the Secretary will give the same notice to such persons as the Executive Committee may decide who are not Members but who have, in the opinion of the Executive Committee, played sufficient games for the Club in the year to be asked to pay the Annual Subscription, and for such persons the Secretary shall give notice that payment of the Annual Subscription at the appropriate rate must be made by the date of the AGM if they wish to attend.

12.  An Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) may be called either by the Executive Committee or when requested by at least five Members of the Club in writing, or on the decision of Members at the AGM. The Secretary shall arrange that fourteen days’ notice is given (promulgation by e-mail and posting on the club website shall constitute such notice) detailing the reasons for the meeting. Where the meeting is requested by Members, it will take place within twenty-one days of the request.

13.  Members of the Club at the time appointed for any general meeting shall be entitled to vote at the meeting, with the exception of Junior Members who can attend but cannot vote.  Members who are unable to attend the meeting shall be able to lodge proxy votes on specific Agenda Items with the Secretary in advance of the meeting.

14.  Members of the Club shall take priority in team selection.

15.  It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to account for all monies received and to show that these have been used to further the aims of the Club. The Treasurer or Secretary may operate any Club bank account.  The Treasurer is to prepare an annual Financial Statement running from 1 October to 30 September each year, detailing source and application of funds as well as the current club balance.

16.  All surplus income or profits are reinvested in the club.  No surpluses or assets will be distributed to Members or third parties. 

17.  The AGM shall appoint an Auditor to inspect the Club books and accounts annually and to make, in a report to the AGM, such comments and observations as are considered necessary.  Where it has not been possible to audit the accounts in time for the AGM, the Auditor is to present a copy of his report to all Members of the Executive Committee. 

18.  If on the winding-up of the Club any assets remains after satisfaction of all the Club's debts and liabilities, such assets shall not be paid to or distributed among the Members of the Club. Those assets shall instead be transferred to some other charity or charities, whose objects are similar (wholly or in part) to the objects of the Club.
19.  The AGM will take all decisions regarding match fees and subscriptions unless, by a formal motion at the AGM, the power is delegated to the Executive Committee, or to an EGM to be held for these purposes. Such delegation shall last for one year or until the next AGM.

20.  Any proposal to amend the Constitution must be submitted to the Secretary in writing prior to any AGM. It must be formally proposed and seconded. Failure to follow this procedure will render the proposal incompetent.  The Secretary shall provide copies of the proposed amendment at the meeting.
